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Anti-Racist School Competition 2010 WALES

Show Racism the RED Card is an anti-racist charity, which specialises in producing educational
resources. These include videos, a DVD, magazines, posters and education packs. The aim of our
campaign is to combat racism through the use of footballers and rugby players as anti-racist role
models and we are fortunate to have the backing of many top managers and players. This is the
tenth successive year that we have run an anti-racist schools competition and we have found them
to be an extremely useful way of encouraging young peoples’ interest in anti-racism.

The Show Racism the RED Card Anti-Racist School Competition 2009 saw 96 schools take part
throughout Wales, with an estimate 15,000+ pupils of different ages and abilities producing anti-racist
themed artwork, poetry, films and music. The Prize Giving Ceremony for the 2009 Competition took
place at the Millennium Stadium, all prize winners from Wales attended and received their prizes which
included signed footballs, signed shirts, match tickets, a framed certificate, and the overall

category winners also watched the Wales football and Rugby squad during a training session before their
world cup qualification and summer tour.

The Show Racism the Red Card video/DVD is 20 minutes long and conveys a
powerful anti-racist message through the medium of professional football. It
covers new ground in anti-racist education and is suitable for broad range of age
groups. The video/DVD features new interviews with some of the most popular
footballers currently in the game and is accompanied by a new education pack
with ideas and activities suitable for a broad age range, from Primary to
Secondary schools.




Rules

Each school must register for the competition by filling in and returning

the form below and must have a copy of our DVD you can order the

Show Racism the Red Card DVD and education pack below. (The

video/DVD and pack cost £25.00, including postage and packagings

please note, if you have previously purchased the DVD and pack, you

don’t have to order but you must fill in the registration form.) This must

be done no later than 29" of February 2010.

Registration is free.

The pupils must watch the video and then produce a piece of visual artwork*, poem, short
story or video against racism. The video explores different aspects of racism, so the work
does not have to have a football theme.

* The maximum size of artwork must not exceed A3 (297mm x 420mm)

The school will then have the task of picking its own winning entry. Due to the large
response to the competition last year we can only accept one entry per school. Send off
your school’s winning entry to our address by the 26 ™ March 2010. You must supply the
attached form with the entry that includes: Name and year group of entrant, name of school
and the number of pupils who took part in the competition.

We would also encourage schools to have pupils make individual entries, rather than group
entries.

A panel of judges will pick the winners and
Show Racism the Red Card will organise a
prize-giving ceremony to present the winners
with their prizes. Winners will be notified in
April 20010. Winning entries will be selected
in each age group. Professional footballers
have presented the prizes at these prize-
giving ceremonies. In the past these prizes
have included match tickets and
autographed sport items such as shirts or
footballs, as well as a framed certificate. The
entry judged to have won the competition
nationally, will receive a prize for their

Year Groups 7-9, Year Group 10 +, a Welsh Schools category and a poem category. Please
indicate which category your entry should be placed in.
